Rules


Racing will take place under the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) for 2005 – 2008,

The RYA prescriptions, Class Rules, this Notice of Race and the Safety Rules therein, and the HRSC  Sailing Instructions.

Details of dates, start times, courses and Sailing Instructions will be found in the HRSC 2007 Year Book and HRSC-Racing Yahoo Group,  and may be changed by postings on the official Club notice board.

Handicaps

PY handicaps will be issued by the HRSC sailing committee, to whom any queries or complaints must be addressed in writing. On no account may handicap matters be discussed with any individual member of the sailing committee.

Safety

All boats shall conform to the Offshore Racing Council special regulations for category 4 races, the full text of which can be found in www.rorc.org/specialregulations/index.php
ORC Category 3 will apply to L’Aber-Wrac’h Race and Penzance Passage Race.

Entries


Entries will only be accepted from competitors who have completed and signed a valid entry form,  and whose boat displays sail numbers in compliance with RRS Appendix H.  Under-sixteen-year olds may only enter or crew if their parents or guardians have completed and signed the parental permission form provided.

Conditions 

The safety of the boat and her entire management including insurance shall be the sole responsibility of the owner/competitor who must ensure that the boat is fully found, thoroughly seaworthy, and manned by a crew sufficient in number and experience who are physically fit to face bad weather.   The owner/competitor must be satisfied as to the soundness of the hull, spars,  rigging, sails and all gear. He must ensure that all safety equipment is properly maintained, stowed and in date and that the crew know where it is kept and how it is used.  Neither the establishment of these conditions nor any inspection of the boat shall in any way limit or reduce the absolute responsibility of the owner/competitor.  The crew is nonetheless advised to satisfy themselves as to the experience of the skipper and the adequacy of all safety equipment and insurance arrangements.
